     Thompson moved to appoint Kruse the Alumni Contact.  Winchester

seconded. Passed 5-0.

     Gammack moved to appoint Thompson to head the Property Committee.

Kruse seconded.  Passed 5-0.  Adamson volunteered to help.

     Winchester moved to appoint Raab to head the re-establishment

committee.  Kruse seconded.  Passed 5-0.  Adamson volunteered to help,

especially for work to be done in Ames.  Thompson will send the name of a

National field rep he met at a Lodge meeting in Minnesota.

     Thompson moved to appoint Adamson as Historian.  Winchester seconded.

Passed 5-0.  Thompson volunteered to assist.

     The Board recognized the accomplishments of Dan Simpson putting our

address files in order, and it was agreed that Dan Simpson should be

designated Membership Secretary.  The SNHC will pick-up charges for USPS

address information (about $20 per newsletter issue).

     Marshall Wilharm will continue as Web Master.

     Adamson volunteered to begin looking into fund-raising methods.

     Thompson moved to fund two issues of the newsletter for 2002.  Kruse

seconded.  Passed 5-0.

     Winchester moved to provide another $125 in funding for Dan Simpson's

telephone search for lost members.

The consensus was to

table the issue until fall when Simpson has finished the search for lost

members.

     The next area of new business was the fall get-together.  It was

decided that to hold it on Saturday at Homecoming.
