REPORTS



Secretary --- DS distributed the minutes of the January 24 meeting by e-mail prior to this meeting.  JW moved to approve the minutes and DK seconded.  Passed.  DS duties as secretary are now concluded and he will ship his records to TH.

Treasurer --- DK reports that we have received additional donations and dues of $150 and $50, respectively, and that we are earning 3.24 percent interest in the FNB money-market account.

OLD BUSINESS

Amendment re: Removal of Officer.  FR received a draft from BT and thought it had been copied to everyone else.  Since it had not been distributed, discussion was tabled and FR will circulate.

DK reports that the reunion is under control and there is nothing new to report.

DS reported that an address book will cost $3 to $4 per copy.  The consensus was to print about 150 copies to be sent only to those who pay dues.  It should be long rather than square.  DS will get a final cost prior to our making a final decision.


NEW BUSINESS

Brother Kruse pointed out that we are slowly losing money.  He suggested increasing the dues to $15.  Increasing the dues was discussed.  DS moved that the dues remain at $10 so we can see the effect of the address book and CA seconded.  Passed.

Board members:  The terms of Thompson and Kruse expire at end of 2006.  DK is willing to serve, as is BT (as reported by e-mail).  Alan Peterson was discussed as candidate.  At the 2005 reunion, he said he was available, but this will need to be confirmed.

DK said the summer reunion notice would cost $370.  DK moved to approve and DS seconded.  Passed.

DS moved to adjourn and CA seconded.  Passed.  The meeting was adjourned at 11:57am.
