MINUTES OF THE SIXTH MEETING OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS of the

 SIGMA NU HOUSE COMPANY, INCORPORATED

(Under the Amended and Restated By-laws)

A meeting of the Sigma Nu House Company, Incorporated was held by

telephone conference call on Saturday, September 21, 2002 at 11:00 P.M. EST.

The meeting was called to order by Frederick H. Raab, President. Also in

attendance were Dick Winchester, Dean Kruse, and Jason Gammack.

REPORTS

Minutes of the May 18, 2002 were not available.

Treasurer Gammack reported $7163 in the checking account and $207,470

in the savings account. He also reported the items needed by Amex to set-up

the CDs. Dan Simpson has been reimbursed for $48 (well below the

authorization) for his on-going telephone campaign to keep the address files

up to date.

Adamson reported (by e-mail) that he and John Wetherell went through

everything in the storage shed in June. Things were grouped into boxes and

the boxes were numbered and a list made. Old test files and other things not

related to the fraternity were thrown out. The old furniture remains to be

disposed-of.

Nonmatriculate initiation of Gerry Whittemore has been delayed. The

Lambda Phi Chapter (U. Arkansas) has been put on probation for an alcohol

offense and their focus during September has been re-education. They will

inform us when a date has been set.

Brother Kruse reported on the reunion plans. The sign-ups to date are:

26 for the ice breaker, 28 for the tailgate, 20 for football, and 25 for

dinner. The schedule of events is set and a letter is going to those who

have registered. A map for the tailgate is on the web site. The icebreaker

will in Room 730 of the Union. Peterson and Wazny (who are preparing the

tailgate) have not confirmed attendance and it is thought that other (local)

members may show-up without advance notice.

Dinner options were discussed. The board selected three hors d'ourve

trays, a buffet dinner with three meats plus potatoes, vegetables, salad, and

bread, and a specially decorated cake. The purchase of Sigma Nu name tags

and napkins was approved. The purchase of generic Sigma Nu keychains as a

transportable souvenir was approved ($7 each). The possibility of renting

an RV for the tailgate was discussed, but no price has been given so the

issue was tabled.

Making a booklet of photographs from the event as a souvenir was

viewed favorably. Shutterfly could possibly do the production and mailing,

but no price was available, so a firm decision was not made. The consensus

was to ask Marshall Wilharm to be the official photographer.

E-MAIL VOTES

On August 20, the Board voted to pay an Iowa 1998 income-tax penalty and

interest of $574.54.

OLD BUSINESS

None.

NEW BUSINESS

The consensus was to keep the piano and clock in climate-controlled

storage and to move the rest of the materials to a smaller garage if and

when possible.

The increasing number of pop-up ads on our website was discussed. Kruse

moved to direct webmaster Wilharm to spend the money previously authorized

for an ad-free site. Gammack seconded. Passed unanimously.

Board nominees for the November ballot were discussed. Kruse moved to

place Raab, Gammack, and John Wetherel on the ballot. Gammack seconded.

Passed unanimously.

OTHER DISCUSSIONS

The plans for recolonization were discussed briefly. Raab noted this

could happen in two to four years, but pointed-out the need for greater

alumni participation before that happens. In particular, we will need at

least two people near Ames - one to look over the chapter itself and another

to look after the physical plant. We will also need a fund raiser.

Dick Winchester noted that Phi Delta Theta has recently recolonized and

has a new house. He will try to get contact information.

ADJOURNMENT

Gammack moved to adjourn. Kruse seconded. All approved. The meeting

was adjourned at 1215 EST.
