REPORTS   


Secretary --- TH distributed the minutes of the September 19, 2006, meeting by e-mail prior to this meeting.  DS moved to approve the minutes.  DK seconded.  Passed.  


Treasurer --- DK reported account balances as follows:

OLD BUSINESS
