A meeting of the Board of Trustees of the Sigma Nu House Company, Incorporated

MINUTES 0F THE JANUARY 29 MEETING

The minutes were previously distributed by e-mail, and there were no corrections.  Approval was motioned, seconded, and voted as read.

Jason Gammack, Treasurer, reported funds in the checking account of $214,064.69. Savings account of $2,056.85.  The problems of purchasing other equities as investments are being worked out.  The financial statements are still in process of being completed.

Simpson reported Membership, good addresses now at 708: unknown -missing at 27.  These change every time there is a mailing.

Re-establishment.  Craig Adamson reported a 5/3/ 05 meeting in Ames with the Office of Greek Affairs. He will be sending a document as to what has to be done to re-establish Sigma Nu at the University.

OLD BUSINESS 

The Board authorized expenses for the summer mailing of letters for the coming reunion.

Check Handling.  Gammack said he would draft the procedure. The consensus of the Board was that checks should be handled with in two (2) weeks and each person in the chain must keep and forward records.

2005 Election.  Raab and Gammack are “willing” to serve again. Wetherell was absent and provided no input so we are assuming that he does not wish to serve again. One way or another we will be seeking one new candidate for replacement or rotation.

We decided to retain the repeater and Fritz will try to hand over to Marshall, or some one else.

Retention of ballots--HOW LONG.  The Board agreed the a one (1) year retention would be long enough for the Secretary to hold the ballots, then be shredded.
