Secretary --- TH distributed the minutes of the May 7, 2007, meeting by e-mail prior to this meeting.  DS moved to approve the minutes.  CM seconded.  Passed.

AMENDMENT - REMOVAL OF OFFICER OR BOARD MEMBER

An officer or trustee of the Corporation may be removed from his position for malfeasance, misfeasance, or dereliction of the duties of the position to which he was assigned.  Action to remove an officer or trustee from his position may be initiated by a vote or petition by no fewer than four members of the Board of Trustees.  Notice shall be given to the officer stating the reasons, and he shall be given a minimum of two weeks to respond.  Removal of the said officer shall be effected by a vote or petition of no fewer than five members of the Board of Trustees.



DS moved to put the above amendment on the next election ballot.  CM seconded.  Passed.

Representative from National

Chris Healy, Sigma Nu National, spoke after dinner very optimistically about the prospects for recolonizing Gamma Sigma at ISU.  He indicated that a window of opportunity for help from Sigma Nu National was available in Spring 2009 (a little more than a year from now).  There was a long discussion after dinner.  Shawn Ovenden and a group of younger Gamma Sigma alumni want another meeting time set to include Sigma Nu alumni from other chapters who live in or near Ames.  National has a database from which names can be identified.  Possibly the meeting could be held on a Saturday in Ames or Des Moines.

Chris Healy indicated that other new colonies have involved Sigma Nu alumni regardless of collegiate Chapter affiliation.  Help from National is available up to $25,000 for National staff to recruit students for the new colony.  

Suggestions from those in attendance at this meeting included:

We need “young” people for the effort.  We need a balance of people of different ages.  We need a majority of Gamma Sigma alumni involved.

Concerns from those in attendance at this meeting included:

Whether a chapter house is needed when colony is formed?  How will students be recruited? (National will do this.)  Who will do the work that needs to be done?  Recently, the younger guys have interacted well; the older guys seem burned out.  How much involvement will be necessary from alumni to support the colony and subsequent chapter?  How much responsibility can we expect from the student members?

Tally of Voting -- 2007 Election

The ballots were mailed on or about October 26, 2007.  The ballot stated that it “must be received by the SNHC no later than November 30, 2007.”  Ballots received on or before December 3, 2007 were counted.  108 ballots were received on or before December 3 and 3 more by December 24.  No responses arrived after December 24.

There were 670 ballot envelopes mailed, sent first class mail with “address service” requested.  We received 147 total responses.  All responses were reviewed for information change reports. 3 were returned as undeliverable, 31 address correction cards were returned by the U.S. Post Office, 41 were returned with some data corrected,  111 contained valid ballots (3 received after count cut-off date), 101 contained “2008 Voluntary Dues” totaling $2,140.00. 

The vote tally is as follows:  Board members-vote for 2

Daniel Simpson  GS520 -- ’49 -- 3 year term.                   105 votes

Shawn Ovenden  GS1109 -- ’89 -- 3 year term.                105 votes

There were no write-in votes.  Three ballots omitted votes for at least one of the candidates.  All ballots received were determined to be valid.  2 responses were received without a ballot included.
